Each summer the Mission Office of the

world. So, this year we will not have a
Missionary speak at the Masses; instead the Appeal will be virtual. After a brief homily, | will read a
message that highlights various mission causes. This message and then a Second Collection for the
Missionary Cooperation Plan will take place at all of the Masses next weekend, Saturday and Sunday,
August 7th and 8th. The summer Missionary Cooperation Plan is an opportunity for our Parish to learn
about mission areas of our Church, be inspired to become Missionaries ourselves, and offer support to
particular mission causes from around the globe.
