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A Note From The Pastor...

This Saturday is September 11th, and so we remember the terrorist attacks twenty
years ago by militant Islamist terrorists associated with al-Qaeda. We should pause
to remember all those who lost their lives, to pray for peace and an end to all
violence, and to honor all firefighters, police officers, and emergency medical
technicians especially those who have died in the past year.

In the past week I've had a number of questions about Centering Prayer. Is it
legitimate, consistent with our Catholic faith? First, it must be said that it depends
on how one defines Centering Prayer. Instead of addressing the question, | will
simply make some comments regarding what the church has said about authentic
Christian meditation along with some expressed concerns.

There is a good document, available online, by the Church’s Congregation for the
Doctrine of the Faith titled, “On Some Aspects of Christian Meditation (SACM).”
Regarding in what does the intimate nature of Christian prayer consist, the document
states: “Christian prayer is always determined by the structure of the Christian faith,
in which the very truth of God and creature shines forth. For this reason, it is defined, properly speaking, as a
personal, intimate and profound dialogue between man and God. It expresses therefore the communion of
redeemed creatures with the intimate life of the Persons of the Trinity. This communion, based on Baptism and
the Eucharist, source and summit of the life of the Church, implies an attitude of conversion, a flight from “self” to
the “You” of God. Thus Christian prayer is at the same time always authentically personal and communitarian. [t
flees from impersonal techniques or from concentrating on oneself, which can create a kind of rut, imprisoning
the person praying in a spiritual privatism which is incapable of a free openness to the transcendental God [#3].”
So, Christian meditation should be relational; the goal should be seeking God, not achieving an altered state of
consciousness.

Christian meditation engages both the mind (and the heart); whereas non-Christian meditation strives for an
emptying of the mind. In her book The Interior Castle, St. Teresa of Avila states, “For it to be prayer at all, the
mind must take a part in it.” From the Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC): “Meditation engages thought,
imagination, emotion, and desire. This mobilization of faculties is necessary in order to deepen our convictions of
faith, prompt the conversion of our heart, and strengthen our will to follow Christ. Christian prayer tries above all
to meditate on the mysteries of Christ, as in lectio divina or the rosary. This form of prayerful reflection is of great
value, but Christian prayer should go further: to the knowledge of the love of the Lord Jesus, to union with him
[#2708].” Mind-emptying techniques are not an authentic Christian prayer/meditation.

Another point is that God, the Divine, cannot be manipulated through techniques. A quote from The Cloud of
Unknowing: “techniques and methods are useless for awakening contemplative love.” In the document SACM
mentioned above, then-Cardinal Ratzinger pointed out the following in endnote #12: “Pope John Paul Il has
pointed out to the whole Church the example and the doctrine of St. Teresa of Avila who in her life had to reject
the temptation of certain methods which proposed a leaving aside of the humanity of Christ in favor of a vague
self-immersion in the abyss of the divinity. In a homily given on November 1st, 1982, he said that the call of
Teresa of Jesus advocating a prayer completely centered on Christ ‘is valid, even in our day, against some methods
of prayer which are not inspired by the Gospel and which in practice tend to set Christ aside in preference for a
mental void which makes no sense in Christianity. Any method of prayer is valid insofar as it is inspired by
Christ and leads to Christ who is the Way, the Truth and the Life.”” | hope these qualifications are helpful.

Free Firewood Available

Are you looking for firewood for this winter? Recently two trees were cut down on
the EAST side of the Holy Child Center. Help yourself to the wood stacked alongside
the driveway.
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We need to get our bearings straight, and properly lay life’s cornerstone.
Otherwise, the rest of our journey will be skewed, and our judgment clouded. We can I Wﬂlk
recall Jesus’ famous rebuke of Peter, “You are thinking not as God does, but as human
beings do.” Even he, as one of Jesus’ closest friends, struggles with understanding
things, and grasping the big picture. Pierre Teilhard de Chardin (1881-1955), a
renowned and learned French Jesuit Priest, often has these words attributed to him:
“We are not human beings having a spiritual experience. We are spiritual beings
having a human experience.” Whether they were actually from his lips, they certainly mimic his thought. These
wise words orient us, and capture the essence of who we really are.

Many people consider spirituality an option. It is no wonder that they come to this conclusion when they
predominantly define themselves using human terms and concepts. Immersed in this world view, they struggle
finding any semblance of God, because God does not work according to human expectations! This is especially
true when suffering and death enter life’s picture. If we are only human beings having a spiritual experience, then
we wrongly expect our spirituality to serve us as we desire. The human expectation is that my spiritual life is
something that is useful in avoiding pain, hardship, and death, not something that gives the courage to live through
it!

So, when we protest and get upset with God because our journey is becoming difficult, painful, treacherous,
disappointing, and even pointing us toward death, Jesus rebukes us as He did Peter, and gently reminds us how to
see. Itis God who inspires and opens hearts to see truth and beauty. In God, the true meaning of things is
understood, and we receive a depth of insight and understanding that is not found following purely human paths.
It is not our task to understand God, as God is beyond human understanding. Ours is the joyful privilege of simply
resting in God’s presence simply because God is God, and we are who we are. As spiritual beings having an
exciting and adventurous human experience, it is in our DNA to do so. Through prayer we can let go and let be.
